Judaism 

 Jews believe that God created the world and when he 

finished, he rested.  

 Jews believe they have a special agreement with God 

called a covenant.  

 Jews promise to obey God's laws to say thank you to 

him for looking after them.  

 Shabbat is the name of the day of rest in Judaism. It 

starts on Friday evening and ends on Saturday 

evening.  

 Jews are encouraged to think about God and their 

relationship with him and spend time with their 

families. 

 At the start of Shabbat, Jewish families share a meal 

and eat a special bread called challah.  

 A Havdalah ceremony is held at the end of Shabbat. 

 The Torah contains the laws of God.
