Learning is structured around the following four key themes: -
Understanding and Responding - “understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources”

Speaking Fluently - “speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion
and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation”

Writing Accurately - “can write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt”
Language Appreciation - “discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in the language studied.”

Where possible children are introduced to native speakers to hear correct pronunciation
Lessons include listening to native speakers, plenty of speaking opportunities, songs, opportunities to practice, reading and write.
The content of the learning is based around every day vocabulary

New learning builds on previous knowledge.

Our French curriculum is based on the National

Curriculum and is designed to: -

e expose KS2 pupils to a world language -the
second most widely known language after
English.

e appreciate the traditions, cultures and
festivals of France and French speaking
countries.

e promote an appreciation and love for
language acquisition — preparing children for
KS3, 4 and beyond.

e prepare children for Y7 — French is taught in
KS3 in our two main feeder high schools.

Our French curriculum is taught using Language
Angels as a curriculum resource. It is taught in
Years 3-6 for an hour a week. There are six units
taught across each academic year.

Curriculum delivery is separated into: -

e Early Language Teaching - Y3

e Intermediate Language Teaching—Y4 and 5
e Progressive Language Teaching - Y6

Units focus on a particular area e.g clothes, my
family etc. Within each unit, the following
activities take place:

e Introduction

e Explicit phonics and grammar teaching (within
the unit and as a standalone unit at the
beginning of each academic year).

e Teaching using PowerPoint, video-clips of
native speakers etc

e Interactive games and songs

e Opportunities to converse, read and write in
French.

e Relevant vocabulary is explicitly taught.

Where possible, teachers engage with children in
French, including written comments in their
books.

At the beginning of each unit a knowledge
organiser will be produced which outlines the key
knowledge and vocabulary to be learnt within the
unit.

At the end of the unit, the pupils will be assessed
using an end of unit assessment question sheet.
This information is recorded on a data tracking
sheet and children are graded as working
towards, ARE or GD in the subject.

Know more

Vocabulary is explicitly taught.

Knowledge and vocabulary is assessed against
content as laid out in the Knowledge Organisers.

Do more

Learning is structured to give opportunities within
lessons to practice — orally and written.

There are a variety of activities planned within the
structure of the lessons to give pupils a chance to

apply their knowledge/vocabulary.

Remember more

Content is delivered in a repetitive way to support
the commitment of knowledge to long term
memory. Individual books record activity and
knowledge — these are accessible to pupils as an
aide memoire.

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Appendix 1 — National Curriculum for MFL

Subject content Key stage 2:

Foreign language Teaching may be of any modern or ancient foreign language and should focus on enabling pupils to make substantial progress in one language. The
teaching should provide an appropriate balance of spoken and written language and should lay the foundations for further foreign language teaching at key stage 3. It
should enable pupils to understand and communicate ideas, facts and feelings in speech and writing, focused on familiar and routine matters, using their knowledge of
phonology, grammatical structures and vocabulary. The focus of study in modern languages will be on practical communication. If an ancient language is chosen, the focus
will be to provide a linguistic foundation for reading comprehension and an appreciation of classical civilisation. Pupils studying ancient languages may take part in simple
oral exchanges, while discussion of what they read will be conducted in English. A linguistic foundation in ancient languages may support the study of modern languages at
key stage 3.

Pupils should be taught to:

listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding

explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words

engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help*

speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures

develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases*

present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences*

read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing

appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language

broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary
write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly

describe people, places, things and actions orally* and in writing Languages — key stage 2 3

understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neuter forms and the conjugation of high-
frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English.

The starred (*) content above will not be applicable to ancient languages.
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
